Edmunds' Inside Line editors call Porsche's race-bred 911 'an
unforgettable thrill'

ATLANTA, January 10, 2008 - The auto editors at
Edmunds' Inside Line, Edmunds.com's online
automotive magazine, had a tough job in 2007 as they
tested and reviewed 268 new cars and trucks
and were then asked to select only the best for their 2008 Editors' Most Wanted Awards. In the end
the Porsche 911 GT3 endured their expert scrutiny, scoring a victory and driving off with this very
prestigious and important award.

This year Scott Oldham, Inside Line editor-in-chief, had only one rule: the editors must have tested the
car or truck by Dec. 1, 2007. All vehicles were eligible for all six slots -- speed, luxury, hauling,
commuting, family and instant classic. With no price cap or restrictive 'new models only' or similar
requirements, the editors were allowed to simply pick their personal favorites.

"The GT3 provides world-class performance just a couple of short steps removed from that
legendary racing iron, and it does so in a package accessible to mere mortals. This is the essence
of the Porsche story, and it makes this car an unforgettable thrill," said Dan Edmunds, Edmunds'
Director of Vehicle Testing. Oldham added, "The Porsche 911 GT3 is our favorite Porsche. It's as if
everything that Porsche has ever known about fast cars has been stuffed into this 911."

The Porsche 911 GT3 is also the base model for the world's most-produced race car, the
Porsche 911 GT3 Cup. Produced on the same assembly line as the street cars in Stuttgart, the Cup
car is the racer of choice in the SCCA SPEED World Challenge GT, the IMSA GT3 Cup Challenge,
and
the Rolex Grand-Am GT Sports Car championship, including this month's Rolex 24 at Daytona. The
GT3 RS, the model with improved aerodynamics and a stiffer suspension, is the basis for the
Porsche 911 GT3 R/RS/RSR, the most successful racer in the ten years of the
American Le Mans Series.

At 415 horsepower, the 911 GT3 is Porsche's most powerful non-turbocharged sports car and is



based on the current 911 platform that debuted in 2005. With more than 40 years of road- and
race-proven success, the 911 model line now features 15 variants to fulfill all sports car enthusiast
whims, and as evidenced by a new 911 sales record in 2007, the iconic rear-engine sports car continues
to thrill Porsche loyalists and dreamers. Porsche sold 12,493 911s in 2007, vs. 12,045 units sold in 2006.

Just the Basics – Mirrors

The vast majority of our members have never driven their cars beyond the freeway or around town.
Asked why not do a Driver Education or autocross event, the answers revolve around never done
anything like that before and I don’t want to feel stupid or hurt my car.  
What we hope to do in these articles is give you some basic introductory information, terms and tips
that will help you be a better driver on the street or on the track.  My “expertise” is fairly limited. I am a
PCA Certified Instructor.  I started autocrossing in 1983.  I  had my first on-track experience, a Skip
Barber school, in 1985 and started doing Driver Ed type events in 1993.  I attended 2 teen accident
avoidance / performance driving schools with my kids in Road Atlanta, something I highly recommend
to all parents (or grandparents).  With that in mind, we are off!

The Road Atlanta instructors told the class that over 90% of the drivers
do not set their mirrors correctly.  If you have dual outside mirrors, and
you have a “blind spot”, you are not setting your mirrors correctly.  The
purpose of the “side” mirrors is to see what is going on the side of your
car, not in the back. The rear view mirror is supposed to let you know
what is going on behind you. 
Figure 1 shows the front car with most common side mirror settings.  The
lines extending from the windshield indicate the peripheral field of
vision most drivers have.  The angles coming from each of the mirrors

 



indicate the field of vision from that mirror.  The car(s) on the left is making a pass.  As the bottom car
begins to change lanes, it is in both of the mirrors.  It is nearly out of the rear mirror view and will
shortly go out side mirror view.  As it continues its pass, there is an area where the car is totally out of
view.  The top left car and the right most car are both totally out of the drivers view.  The only way to
check to see what is beside you is by turning your head to look.  This takes away from seeing what is in
front of you.  In addition, most people tend to steer toward the direction they are looking.  This means
you will be steering into the car that is in your blind spot.  Not a good situation.

Figure 2 shows the front car with the side mirrors adjusted correctly.  The
lines that extend have the same meaning. As the bottom left car is moving
out of the field of view of the rear view mirror, it is coming into view on
the side mirror.  As it progresses out of the side mirrors field of view, it
comes into the drivers peripheral vision.  The “blind spot” is eliminated.
By moving the passengers side mirror, the right most car is also in view.
As the right car goes by, it also comes into the drivers peripheral view.
Note there is very little overlap in coverage.  Also note that the side
mirrors do not show the side of the car.  Anything wider than a few inches
will be seen.  All cars and motorcycles are wider than a few inches!
The biggest complaint I have heard is “I can’t see the side of my car”.  My
response is “When was the last time you needed to see the side of your car

while you were driving?”  If you are really concerned, such as to check to see if the gas cap is on, you
can move your head a couple of inches toward the window and the line of sight will pick up the side of
the car.
The safest way to adjust your mirrors is to do it in an empty parking lot with a second car.  Have the
other car move back and around your car, so you can adjust your mirrors while you are stopped.  As the
car is leaving the field of vision from your rear view mirror, it should start coming into the view of the
side mirror.  As the car leaves the field of view from the side mirror, you should be able to see the car
from your peripheral vision.
To see that much in the field of view, generally you will need to adjust the side mirrors downward so
you will be able to see the bumpers of the other car.  It may take some time to get used to looking in the
side mirrors and seeing the painted lines on the road rather than what is behind you.  Once you adapt to
the new mirror positions, it is much easier to set them up again.
When you realize you don’t have to take your eyes off the road to see what is around you, you become a
safer driver.

DIY Tech Corner:  Tony Bitz Megasquirt Fuel Injection

Installment 2 of 4: The Diagnosis

Chris arranged for a transport to get Winnie to Owensboro KY from Savannah on December 12th.  He
put an add in a local on-line website and got an answer with a price that was hard to beat.

She arrived in the afternoon with the wounds of the fire quite evident.  Her trip was not without some
excitement as the trailer in which she was being hauled burned up a wheel bearing which left the tow

rig stranded about 4 miles from my house.   After 3
hours of chasing down wheel bearings and seals the
trailer was fixed and Winnie was in the neighborhood.

I said in the neighborhood because the trailer was too
big to get down my alley so she was unloaded about 100
yards from my garage.  Surprising, with a good push
from the tow driver she rolled all the way to the garage
and into the driveway.  The driver departed for a
snowstorm in Colorado and I went to work fitting her
into my small garage.

Chris had cleaned up most of
the melted plastic and fuel lines and squirted some primer on the exterior
metal.  A look in the engine compartment showed serious damage.
Everything from the top of the engine was burned off.  In the front left



corner were the remains of the fuel lines.  In the front right corner was the remains of the wiring
harness. The fuel lines would be the easier of the two to replace.  Replacing the 25+ wires in the
harness would be a real challenge.  Also falling victim to the heat was the shock absorber rubbers on
the top of the shocks.  The first task would be to start a list of items to be procured.  I began with the
obvious, fuel lines.  A local parts store keeps genuine German fuel hose in stock so that was an easy
one.  The biggie was the wiring harness, actually two harnesses.  There is the main rear harness and an
engine harness.  I managed to find an engine harness on eBay for a decent price.  The rear harness
looked like it was going to be a challenge.  Then I remembered about a harness I bought back in the
summer for the connectors and wire.  I got it out and looked it over and darn if it wasn’t exactly what I
needed!  Now I had to decide whether to replace the whole harness or splice it.  I got under the car and
pulled the wiring harness down to see how far the damage had spread.  Other than the last 2 inches the
harness looked fine so I decided to splice it rather than tearing out the entire harness.  I knew from
previous experience, and close examination of the Porsche wiring diagrams, that the wires in the
harness should be the correct color and size for everything in the engine bay.

Another decision that had to be made was what type of fuel system to put back on the car.  A
replacement CIS would have to be found, most likely on eBay, and would probably have 20+ year old
hoses just like the system that leaked and burned, so that made the CIS less desirable.  Carbs are always
an option but they are finicky and need a fair degree of attention although they sound terrific.  Chris
suggested I look at a web page for a replacement EFI (electronic fuel injection) system kit being sold by
some Canadian fellow.  After a little investigation I told  Chris I thought the EFI was the way to go and
that if he bought the kit I’d buy one too for my SC.  So Chris ordered 2 Tbitz EFI kits.  With that
solution in hand it was on to the details.
